He went to the district hospital but when the person 

whose bed he was sharing died, he ran back to the streets. After sev-

eral weeks he returned and we once again took him to the hospital 

where he had pins put in his arm. We arranged for constant supervi-

sion so he wouldn’t be tempted to run away again.
